1) The number of entering freshman this year is close to that of the last two years, despite the use of
more restrictive admission standards.

2) The class rank, and mean ACT score of the incoming freshmen is higher than in past years.

3) The college undertook increased recruiting efforts, as well as more retention efforts over the summer.
As a result of the retention efforts (including a summer Bridge program) the percentage of incoming
freshmen starting at Calculus-level math was ~40%, as opposed to past years when it has been 20-30%.
4) Jennifer Klumpp informed the faculty about the volunteer tutoring program, which primarily focuses
on core engineering courses.
