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Santiago - Chile Study 
Abroad Program 

 
 

Spring semester: early March** to early July 
OR 

Fall semester: late July to mid December 
  (by special arrangement only) 

 
 

Santiago, the capital of Chile, was founded in 1541. It is situated 
70 miles from the Pacific Ocean in Chile's fertile Central Valley 
between the Andes Mountains to the east and the coastal range to 
the west. Today a thriving metropolis of four million people, 
Santiago is the political, economic and cultural center of Chile. 
Downtown Santiago, a mixture of colonial and Victorian 
architecture and modern construction, is graced with several fine 
museums and a number of lovely plazas.  The Pontificia 
Universidad Católica de Chile (PUC) is one of the most prestigious 
universities in South America. The PUC has 11,000 students and 
1800 faculty members in 17 different schools located at four 
different campuses.  Students on this program are eligible to take 
any courses offered by PUC, provided they have a sufficient 
fluency in Spanish. 
 
UW-Milwaukee coordinates this program in conjunction with the 
University of Notre Dame and Marquette University. 
 
 
 
** Students may also enroll in an optional, 3-week pre-semester 
program in Linares, south of Santiago. This non-credit program is 
designed to provide an intensive introduction to Spanish language 
and Chilean culture through classroom work and various cultural 
experiences. Students will attend academic and artistic 
presentations; tour several areas of interest; and experience the 
rural community and customs while living with a Chilean host 
family.  The approximate dates are the 3 last weeks of February.

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Housing:      Participants are placed with Chilean families. All Home-stays include three meals per 

day, including weekends. 
 
 
Eligibility:   All participants must have at least sophomore status, five semesters of college Spanish 

or the equivalent, and carry a minimum 3.0 GPA (4.0 scale) in Spanish. 
 
 
Application:  All applications must be received in the Overseas Programs office by March 1 (Fall 

program) or October 1 (spring program). Applications will be accepted after the 
deadline on a space available basis.  

 
 
Approximate Cost/Semester:  WI Res. - $7,100 / MN Reciprocity $7,600 / Non-Res. - $8,100 

Program fee includes UWM tuition and fees, orientation and program administration in 
Santiago, room and board, Mandatory UW System Health Insurance, International 
Student ID Card, and social and cultural activities. 
 
Other costs to consider: airfare ($1300), passport & visa ($165), books, 
communications (phone/internet), local transportation, and personal spending money. 
 
3-Week Intensive Program:  Approx. $850 (in addition to semester/year program fee) 
Includes airport transfer, bus to Linares, all instruction/presentations, visits and 
entrance fees, room and board, and local transportation. 
 
 

Financial Aid & Resources:  UWM students may apply most forms of financial aid (loans, grants, 
scholarships) toward the cost of the program. Non-UWM students should check with 
their home institution about the use and availability of their financial aid for this 
program.
