Disability Information

NWSA and the host site have made every possible effort to provide accessibility to presenters and participants with
disabilities. A site evaluation of the Hyatt Regency Hotel, Milwaukee, was conducted by the UWM Center for Women'’s
Studies and Independence First, a non-profit agency directed by and for the benefit of persons with disabilities, serving the
metropolitan Milwaukee area, whose mission is to facilitate empowerment of individuals with disabilities through education,
advocacy, independent living services, and coalition building.
