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During major:
Mentoring by faculty
advisor during program

Majors meet with faculty
advisor as necessary (at least
once per academic year).
Progress toward major is
monitored.
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Prior to the semester before

graduation, students meet
with advisor to check their
grad clearance

progress toward requirements,
including the capstone, and
seminar requirements.
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After graduation:

Advisor assesses student’s
progress towards capstone
and gives preliminary
grad clearance.
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Advisor reviews student’s
capstone grade results (course,
project, exam, etc.). Collects
and tabulates these results.
Results of students’
confidential program eval-

uations are analyzed and
tabulated.

Results forwarded to Dept.
committee or subcommittee.
Recommendations for
program improvements
implemented. Advisors
informed of changes.
