The ziyâra is the formal visit or pilgrimage to a holy place or the burial site of a saint. Many of these were used interchangeably by Muslims and Jews.
Prayers for fertility were frequently uttered at such sites.

i.e. the twelve planets.
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Alan Corre
The death of a saint is often referred to mystically as his marriage (hillula in Aramaic) and celebrations at sacred sites are often known by this name.

Alan Corre
pywTym (Heb.) Religious poems: the word is from Greek and cognate with the English word poem.

Alan Corre
The poet lists the places from which the pilgrims come: Tripoli, Gabès, Sfax, Medenine, Ben-Gardane. They are now virtually devoid of Jews.

Alan Corre
The poet politely refers to himself as "your servant," or it may mean the servant of God.
