The first three lines mean: "The Tale of our Master Moses (peace be upon him!) (L.2) and the gates of Heaven (lit. the Garden of Eden) and Hell (lit. Gehenna) (L.3) and in it are things which arouse man to repentance." The word "gate" might mean here "section of a book."

by the merit of... (Heb.) The expression recurs in 4.11. It was a rabbinic doctrine that the good deeds of the patriarchs created a fund of merit which might be drawn on by their descendants.

Song of Songs 3.6. The verse is translated into Arabic.

Alan Corre
The Congregation of Israel (Heb.) This term is used of Israel perceived as a unit.

Alan Corre
The abbreviation stands for the Hebrew phrase nwsH 'Hr "another reading" and is used when the editor of the text had a variant before him. Other items in parentheses without this indicate a gloss by the editior to explain an unusual expression.

Alan Corre
Three items are mentioned here, the Sanhedrin, the Tabernacle and the Banners of the Tribes, all of which, it is claimed, had their origin in the desert.

"pillars of smoke" a continuation of the verse from Song of Songs just quoted.  These are a rmz (hint) at the `nny kbwd (clouds of glory — which accompanied the Israelites in the desert.)

Pharoah says according to Ezekiel 29.3 "Mine is my river and I have made (i.e. created) myself". Most translations render ...created it for myself, but in fact the odd Hebrew could be read to mean "made myself." Nebuchadnezzar
said: I will ascend to the tops of the clouds, I willbe like the Most High, according to the interpretation of Isaiah 14.14. Hiram said: I am a god (Ezekiel 28.2) according to the interpretation that Hiram is being spoken of in this instance.
